Reflection Questions

1. Pastor Daniel Foo defined financial freedom as:
e Having more than enough to fulfil your personal destiny
to live
e To do the good works God ordained for you
e To be ablessing to others

i.  Recognise God as the source of all provision (Deuteronomy
8:18) [Psalm 24:1, Romans 1:21, Philippians 4:19, Matthew
25, 1 Corinthians 4:2, Luke 16:10]

ii.  Honour the Lord through your giving (Proverbs 3:9-10)
[Deuteronomy 16:16, Genesis 14:18-20, Leviticus 27:30-33,
Numbers 18:21, Malachi 3:10-11, Matthew 23:23, 2
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iii.  Know the difference between bread and seed (2
Corinthians 9:10)

iv.  Sow with faith-filled prayer (Luke 6:38) [1 Kings 17, Luke
7:1-10, Acts 10, 2 Samuel 24]

v. Bediligent to grow the work of your hands (1
Thessalonians 4:11-12) [Proverbs 10:4, 12:11]

vi.  Guard against greed and covetousness (1 Timothy 6:10)
[Matthew 13:22, 1 Timothy 6:9, 17]

vii.  Learn the dangers and principles of debt (Proverbs 22:7)

viii.  Choose to live simply and within your means (1 Timothy
6:6-8) [Philippians 4:11-13, Hebrews 13:5]

ix. Seek God’s wisdom in every season (Proverbs 21:20)
[Ecclesiastes 11]
